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6. A Project Site such as activeCollab
When you're in charge of a major event, there are a lot of cogs
turning at once. Getting everyone together on a project site can
simplify and streamline the pre-production process. Your clients
and vendors can post budgets, floorplans, calendars, videos, and
more all to one location where everyone can review and comment.
In addition, you can create tasks and assign responsiblities, so
you always know where everyone is on the project.

7. Facebook Connect (and other Social Media Widgets)
Widgets like Facebook Connect are great ways to reach into your
social media sphere before and during an event. It also allows your
attendees to spread the word to their communities, thus increasing
your attendance levels.

8. Google Reader
Although it is useful in everyday life for keeping on top of current
events of interest, it is especially helpful for event managers who
want to keep track of the "buzz” around their upcoming conference
or event. Just add keywords, including your event’s name, location,
speakers, and sponsors, and then sit back as Google Reader pools
news articles and press releases on those topics.
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
